EVN Is Back and REN Is On The Way

With the signing of House Bill 776 into law, Emergency Video Notarization
(EVN) is restored until the end of next June when a new Remote Electronic
Notarization (REN) program is scheduled to be implemented. In the
meantime, here is what you need to know now:

e Emergency Video Notarizations have resumed as a stop-gap
measure to allow video notarizations while permanent REN procedures
are being put in place. EVN expires on June 30, 2023 at 12:01am.

¢ Once REN becomes effective in 2023, you must be a commissioned e-
notary to perform remote notarizations under REN (unless you are a
court reporter).

e There are new or increased fees that notaries public across the state
can charge now. The maximum fee that can be charged per principal
signature is now $10 for acknowledgments, jurats, and verifications or
proofs. For oaths or affirmations without a signature, the maximum fee
is now $10 per person, except for the identity of a principal or
subscribing witness. The fee for electronic notarizations under G.S.
10B-188 is $15.



e For any notarial act under 10B, actual mileage at the federal mileage
rate can be charged if the travel reimbursement is agreed to by the
principal in writing prior to travel. (The State of NC uses the federal
mileage rate of 62.5 cents per mile.)

e The new Remote Electronic Notarization fee will be $25 per principal
signature when REN becomes effective in July of 2023.

There are a lot of things that the Secretary of State's Office will have to work
out over the next year to get ready for REN. We are asking for your patience
as we navigate this new law, and we are excited about the new opportunities
that REN will open up for our notaries and our state.

Fast Five Q&A

Q: What are the three most important reasons for a notary to refuse to
notarize a document?
e The signer does not appear in person before the notary at the time of
the notarization
e The principal (signer) does not possess satisfactory evidence of
identification
e The notary suspects that the document is fraudulent or will be used for
fraudulent purposes

Q: From our email: Do | have to be an electronic notary to perform an
EVN?

Any notary may perform an Emergency Video Notarization (EVN). You do not
have to be an electronic notary to do so.

Q: From our FB Group: Where should the notary seal be placed?

Placing the notary stamp on the document is one of the most important steps
in providing a notarial service. The impression of the notary seal must be
placed near the notary’s signature and on the same page as the notary
certificate wording.

You need to make sure you are not covering any language including your
official signature or commission expiration date.

The only exception is on a DMV title. Because you typically do not have
enough room on the form, when you affix your seal, it may cover up some of
the language.

Q: From our FB Group: Can | notarize a statement for my son that will
only go to support a claim for an insurance company? | think the
answer is yes.

We get this question regularly. As a notary, your role is to serve as an
impartial witness to the signing of important documents. Therefore, you may
not notarize any document in which you have a financial or beneficial interest.

You may notarize for your son as long as you do not have any interest in the
transaction because notaries are not prohibited from notarizing for family
members.

However, it is generally a best practice to not notarize for immediate family
members to avoid any appearance of a conflict of interest.

Q: Who are the two people a credible witness must know?

A credible witness must know the notary and the principal signer. In order to
be a credible witness, all of the following must apply:

a. The notary must personally know the credible witness

b. The notary believes the individual to be honest and reliable for the
purpose of confirming to the notary the identity of another individual

c. The notary believes the individual is not a party to or a beneficiary of the
transaction

d. The credible witness must swear or affirm that the principal has the
identity claimed
